Guest Room Rules

Wake up – unless informed otherwise is at 6AM.  Morning service will begin at 6:45AM.  Please do not be late.  After service there will be a period of temple clean up, this clean up is for the temple so please be sure that your personal living space is already clean and in order before the 6:45 service.  Breakfast will begin at 8AM. 

Futon – in the morning after arising please turn your futon over and fold it in half and place against the wall (this will assist in keeping the futon fresh and aired out)

Bed Linen – if you will not be staying any other nights please fold your linen and take it to the laundry room.  If you will be staying on then place your folded lined on top of your futon

Personal items – there is a three-drawer storage space provided for each person, place all personal effects into the drawers with a minimum of items allowed on the top.  Items that will not fit into the drawers place in the closet or see one of the ministers for assistance.

Valuables – may be stored in a safe and secure space.  Please contact a minister to assist you.

Towels – there is a towel bar provided above each bed hang your towel there to dry, unless you will not be staying any longer in which case take your towel to the laundry room.

Bathroom – leave no personal items in the bathroom at any time.

Clothing – when you are outside the room or if the room door is open you must be appropriately clothed, please be considerate of others and consider there are others who will see you.

While in the guest room – please refrain from loud conversation.  The use of personal computers, communication devices and music players may be allowed depending upon the nature of your stay.  Regarding the use of music devices, if they are allowed it will only be with personal headphones.  If you are staying for a retreat or for study then personal computers may not be used nor can personal communication devices or music players.  

Tea and snacks – may be consumed in the guest room however all trash and dirty cups must be taken to the kitchen immediately.  Please wash your own cups and place in the proper cabinet.  Dispose of trash being mindful of recycling.

Remember – this is a temple and our purpose here is to practice mindfulness.  Always being mindful of others feelings and our own behavior.  We are here to strengthen our faith, deepen our understanding, and enhance our practice.
